Fellow Kin, District Leaders, Club Delegates;

The National Board of Directors extends a sincere welcome to everyone attending your Zone meetings today.  This is an opportunity for you to move your Zone forward under the leadership of your Deputy Governor and share ideas and plans to continue your successes. It is the perfect time to catch up on what has been happening in the zone and district, and to get a glimpse of what is happening nationally as it impacts everyone locally. 

The following updates ensure our National Policies and Procedures empower the fulfillment of our Strategic Plan. 
· Holding of Voting Cards (Section 3.08 National Policies and Procedures of the Association)

· In order to ensure the complete integrity of the voting process, the Rules of Order Chair and the Chair of the Conference are not entitled to hold a voting card at any Conference of the Association.

· NEW: The Chair of any meeting is not eligible to hold accredited delegate status to cast votes as they are in a position of influence over the members. They would still act as decision maker in the event of a tie (for which the convention is to vote down the motion). For Example:

At a National Convention, the National President cannot be an Accredited Delegate.

At a District Convention, the Governor would not carry any club votes.

At future Zone meetings, the Deputy Governor would not hold a voting card. 

· Conduct, Character, and Community Standing (Section 11 National Policy and Procedures of the Association)

· Updated January 2018; now under review as it pertains to the new Kin Canada’s Screening Requirements Policy

NEW Policy - Kin Canada’s Screening Requirements

Our requirements for screening new members and members in some club leadership positions will be changing as of July 1, 2018. 

Why?

· Screening is not a new concept for Kin Canada. To date, screening has included a New Member Application Form, an interview, references or a sponsor.   

· Screening is a proactive approach to reducing the risk of situations that could negatively impact your club’s reputation in your community. 

· Collectively, we all have a role to play to keep fellow Kin, volunteers, and vulnerable members of our communities safe during service and fellowship initiatives.  

· From time-to-time external events impact our business practices and insurance requirements. Due diligence to these matters mitigates risk to physical safety, the privacy of personal information and club assets. 

· Ensuring we have robust and affordable insurance is in the best interest of the clubs and the Association.

Next Steps

· The Board and Operations are working together to ensure there are clear policies and procedures in place to serve the Clubs and provide a smooth implementation. 

· Topics of consideration:

· Development of standard for membership in The Association of Kin Canada

· Administration of the policy 

· Privacy of the information protection

· Costs involved to association and members for screening requirements

· We will keep our members up to date on the progress of this Policy Development plan through regular communication.

1.  Notice of Motion 1 to change Article 4 Sections 1, 3 and Article 5 sections 1,3 that “Directors not to exceed three (3)” to Directors not to exceed five(5)”  the rationale is to add a Social Media Director in 2017-18 and an Education/Awards Director in 2018-19 or as Kin education programming becomes more available.  Carried.

2. Notice of Motion 2 to change the criteria for the Kinette Travelling Trophy.  The intent is to provide an equal opportunity for all Kinette clubs in the District to try and achieve this Award as well as align the wording with the District 2 House Rules now that there is single leadership and joint Fall Leadership Conferences and Spring Zones.  Carried.

3. Notice of Motion 3 Voting regulations have changed on how national directors are elected, changing from a District Election to a National Election so they would like to remove Section 2 of the District House Rules.   Carried.
4. Notice of Motion 4 Amend Section 3 General Reserve Fund, Article 2 be amended to read.  The purpose of the reserve fund shall be to offset unforeseen deficits, excessive dues increases and to assist Clubs in chartering or re-chartering into the Association (see 3.3d for guidelines), and “membership attendance at convention” (see 3.3f for guidelines.    The intent is to assist clubs in sending members to conventions which promotes fellowship, develops personal growth and builds clubs by financially assisting one member from non-attending clubs to attend District Convention.  The club would qualify if representation has not been sent for 5 years.  Assistance would include registration and hotel accommodation at the host hotel for one member.    Carried
